We are excited that on Sunday 19th July we begin 40 Days of Purpose, a 6 week faith 
growth campaign that is designed to answer the question, “What on earth am I here 
for?” Together, our entire church family will learn about God’s five purposes for our 
lives, and we will have opportunities to take steps of growth in each of these five 
areas. 
 
To receive the full benefit of this 40 day experience, you are invited to participate in 
each of the spiritual emphases of the journey. 
 
Trust in the Lord to do a great work in you, and our whole church family. 
 

1. HEAR all seven Sunday message in the series from 19 July to 30 August. 
Each Sunday message (9:30am and Xroads@5) sets the scene for the week’s 
theme which is picked up in the daily reading and study group focus. 

2. READ the 40 daily readings in The Purpose Driven Life book. These 
readings will guide you in your personal journey of discovery of God’s 
purposes for our lives. 

3. JOIN a 40 days of Purpose study group. The 6 video based study sessions are 
your opportunity to reinforce the weekly themes and to safely share with 
others in this fellowship journey. 

 
In total, this is a commitment to: 7 Sunday worship events, about 15 minutes/day 
personal reading and reflection, and about a 90 minute group gathering once a week 
for 6 weeks. While the preference is to have as many people as possible doing all 
three emphases, some may choose to limit their involvement to 1 or 2. 
 
While the cost of materials are still being finalised, we believe that this commitment 
is a faith investment worth making. And we believe we, as a church family, are ready 
to make that commitment. 
 
Opportunities for indicating your participation will arise as June unfolds. 
 
To journey as a whole church family on a series like 40 Days of Purpose is a really 
exciting, shared experience together. Will you commit 40 days of your life to 
participate in this great journey? Let us grab this chance to focus together on God’s 
purposes for each of us and our church.
